1. May not have visible symptoms and they may come and go.  A person can still be contagious without visible symptoms.
2. Not all std’s are curable, some are even fatal

4. Vaccines are not available for most STDs
5. A person who suspects they may be infected with and STD MUST see a doctor.
6. STDs can be avoided by not having sexual contact or injecting drugs
