Grading Rubric: Each section of the project is worth 4 points with an additional 6 points for proper layout and creativeness.


To receive 4 points for each section:  your information should be detailed and complete, spelling and grammar is correct, and the layout of the project is correct.


To receive 3 points:  information is mostly complete, spelling and grammar has no more than one error, and the lay-out of the project is correct.


To receive 2 points = limited information, spelling and grammar has more than two errors, the layout of the project is incorrect


To receive 1 point = limited information with spelling and grammar errors, incorrect layout

To receive 4 points for design, your project should be creative and eye appealing, neat, easy to read and suitable for a 9th grade audience
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
