Paper #4: 1960s (15 points)
Answer the following prompts as three separate essays.  (Complete only 3 of the following.
* A different prompt or assignment may be substituted for any of the below ideas.


-Check with the teacher to get pre-approval.

* Only body paragraphs are necessary.  Introductory and concluding paragraphs are NOT needed.
Prompt #1: JFK Assassination (5 points)
Lee Harvey Oswald was obviously involved in some part of JFK’s Assassination.  You are a lawyer who must either prosecute Oswald with the idea that he was the only person involved in the murder in the first degree of JFK or that he was part of a larger conspiracy and it is a “patsy” for others who are getting away with the crime.  (If you select the latter example, Oswald would receive a lesser charge and you are trying to get him out of the death penalty.)

* Write your closing argument to the jury with at least 5 reasons that would support your opinion.

Prompt #2: LBJ Mock Interview (November 23, 1963) –First Day in the White Office (5 points)

Pretend that you are able to interview President Johnson on his first full day in the White House.

* Write at least 5 questions that you would ask LBJ.

* Have LBJ answer the questions with 10 facts from his life.
Prompt #3: Texting or Tweeting from Woodstock (5 points)

* Text or tweet 10 lines with at least 1 specific fact from the Woodstock Concert in each line.

* Pretend you are there witnessing the concert as it happened in 1969.
* No inappropriate material.

Activity #4: Conceptual Art (5 points)
* Create an actual work of conceptual art to be displayed in the classroom.

* Students must also accompany the art with an essay that explains the meaning and purpose of the art.

   (Essay should be a minimum of 5 sentences in length).

* Students may complete one artistic piece of conceptual art for the entire assignment.  It should be worth
