Methods of Evaluation:

Points will be awarded for homework assignments, quizzes, tests, and class participation. Quarterly grades will be determined by taking the total points earned, divided by the total possible points available to determine a percentage. This percentage converts to a letter grade as follows:

Homework

Points
Each Unit shall consist of a Unit Assignment (25 pts), a Reading Quiz (15), an Identification Sheet (10), and a Unit Test (70 pts) for a total of 120 points/Unit. There are 8 Units (120 x 8) = 960 points for the semester. There will be additional assignments such as a Blog Entries(10), Map Checks (5), or study guide sheets that will add to the total points as well. There is a mandatory research project as well as other activities such as class participation that will be figured into the grade.
Absences

**Attendance is taken daily. You are expected to attend every class unless excused. If you “cut” a class, a detention will be issued. 
**You are responsible for all notes/activities that occur each day in class whether you are present or not. Activities must be made up the day that you return. It is your responsibility to get notes from another student or to visit the classroom website in order to get caught up!
