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2. Lake States – cold winters, poor soil, suitable for dairy farming; Minnesota and Wisconsin produces milk and dairy; Michigan – Christmas trees; Lake Michigan and lower peninsula there is fruit growing, including apples, blueberries, cantaloupe, cherries, peaches, and strawberries; Wisconsin – cheese, beets, cabbages, snap peas, sweet corn, eggs, hogs, field corn, soy beans, wheat, hay
3. Appalachian States – mountain region; thin, rocky soils; eroded soils; peanuts, cattle, hogs, dairy, tobacco
4. Southeast States – plentiful rainfall, mild summers, cool winters; raises cattle, beef, chicken, hogs, many orchards (Georgia – peaches)(Carolinas – tobacco, forest products; North Carolina leads nation in household wood furniture)(Florida – hot weather crops, citrus fruits, sugar cane; winter months they supply us with fresh fruits and vegetables, peanuts grown along coast of Florida, cotton) 
5. Delta States – plenty of rainfall and a mild climate; chickens, corn, sugarcane, rice (Gulf of Mexico – seafood)
6. Corn Belt – half of nation’s corn crop comes from the corn belt; one of world’s largest producers of corn; fertile land and favorable climate; soybeans, major producer of hogs, cattle and dairy products; area directly below Lake Michigan

Northern and Southern tier – grasslands, precipitation decreases from east to west, perennial  (come back year after year) grasses were replaced by annual grasses (one growing season); northern plains have short, hot summers and long, very cold winters; southern plains – major crop is cotton
