Types of River Drainage Systems
Dendritic – tree line, most common in world, therefore most common in Pa and western Pa
Radial – typical around volcanoes
Rectangular – 90 degree turn at faults, streams consist mainly of straight line segments with right angle bends and tributaries
Trellis – tributaries enter main river at approx. 90 degree angle, rectangular and trellis found in Eastern PA
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Monongahela, Juniata, Lackawaxen, Allegheny, Susquehanna, Ohio, Lackawanna
