Ideas to Know:
· Your body is made of 2/3 water.
· We need clean water for several reasons:
1.  People can get sick from using dirty water.
2. Dirt or salt can harm machines.
· Wetlands are home to many animals.
· Be able to label a diagram showing the water cycle (see diagram above).
· Evaporation is when water becomes a gas (water vapor is in the air).
· Condensation is when water vapor in the air turns back into a liquid.
· Precipitation occurs when water particles in the clouds have grown in size and weight and fall to the Earth in the form of rain, sleet, snow, or hail.
· Groundwater is water that seeps down and collects in underground spaces.
· The 3 states of matter that water can be are solid, liquid, and gas.
· People use water for many reasons:
drinking, food, electricity, industry, factories, and crops and farms.
· People use the power of water to make electricity.
· 75% of the earth is covered by water.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Water freezes solid at 32 degrees Fahrenheit and 0 degrees Celsius.
· If water is frozen, it expands and takes up more space.
· Chemicals are added to water at the water treatment area in order to kill germs in the water.
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
