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CLASS MATERIALS:
Each student must:

1. Bring assignment book every day to log ALL assignments from homework listed on the board.
2. Maintain a folder.  If using a binder, include a “Reading” divider to help organize your work.  
3. Have a sharpened pencil or pen at all times.  Please sharpen pencils before/after class or after directions have been given.    

4. Be in seat when bell rings with all required materials including:  Reading textbook or class novel (kept in classroom), folder, writing utensil, and homework.  Students are not permitted to leave class to return to locker to get forgotten items.  
ACCELERATED READER:  
This is an online reading assessment tool.  Students will independently select a novel to read.  After completion, students will log onto school computer accounts and take a reading comprehension assessment on the completed novel.  

1. Students will be required to take one Accelerated Reader test per nine weeks.  Tests may be taken in homeroom, activity periods, or assigned class periods.   Each test will be worth 20 points.  
HOMEWORK:
1. All homework should be completed/turned in at the beginning of class.  LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED FOR PARTIAL CREDIT ONLY.  Rubrics will be distributed for all projects clearly describing grading criteria.  
2. If extra help is needed, I am available during AM/PM Homeroom, activity periods, and before/after school.  
3. For each incomplete assignment, students will a zero in TYLER grading system.
